KIT AND EQUIPMENT
Lance Corporal Dave Pugh:  The kit we’ve been issued, I think, in my eyes, is a really good bit of kit.  Our clothes – brilliant – never had no problems with them or dropping to bits like you hear on the news.  We had a really good doby system so 24 hour turn round, but the lads in the FOBs and that had to wash them in rivers, so they’ll probably have a different view on it than me.
Being Air Assault Brigade, we got issued any kit we wanted, so we got really good boots, all our combats we could exchange when we wanted.  The night sights were awesome, we got different thermal imagery ones – yes, our kit and equipment were really good.

Lieutenant Alec Hammond:  As far as kit’s concerned, I didn’t experience any shortages out in theatre; everything we needed, when we asked for it, we got it.  If it was sniper rifles, any new optics like night vision, anything like that, any body armour replacements – if peoples’ got damaged – they were all with us in the shortest amount of time possible due to the supply chain.  People have often said that there’s not enough vehicles out in theatre for what we want to do, but every time I needed to be transported a long distance, we were transported in Mastiffs which is the best way to move out there, so I didn’t experience any shortages of kit at all.
