MEDICAL CARE
Lance Corporal Dave Pugh:  Sometimes when soldiers do get ill in theatre, if it’s an injury they can carry on with, they’ll have a couple of days off, for example D&V (diarrhoea and vomiting) is a big thing out in Afghanistan – people get ill, they have a couple of days off, get isolated, quarantined – and then crack on.  But like a case of one of my friends: he went down with heat injury and he had to get CASEVAC’d back to the UK.
When a soldier becomes ill in theatre they get put through the medical system; depending on how severe the injury is or the illness is whether or not they stay in theatre or get CASEVAC’d back to the UK.

Lieutenant Alec Hammond:  We were very lucky that very few of our soldiers fell ill, but when they did we had a medic embedded with us the entire time, so she dealt with that.  For instance heat illness or any minor illnesses, she was on hand to deal with that all the time and that was in a very low-level location – there was only 17 of us at that point – and the guys were there with the medic.  The further back you get, there’s obviously the chain – the medical chain – that people go back through, so any serious injuries, or any serious illnesses in fact, you’ll still get MEDEVAC’d by helicopter.
