Community Innovation Survey 4. Analysis and dissemination plan

Objectives

To make optimal use of the CIS4 data through:

· Application to DTI policy advice and progress reporting frameworks, including PSA.

· Availability to the research community directly and via the ESRC data archive.

· Supply to RDAs and DAs for analysis and reporting uses.

Dissemination Projects

1. Summary of “top level” findings to be published in Economic Trends,  February 2006.  Joint authorship by DTI and ONS. 

Actions: 

· DTI to produce first draft

· Liaise with Economic Trends on format and date for copy. 

· Draft a suitable form of press release.

This is the first “publication” of the CIS4 results. The coverage of the paper should include basic indicators of innovation propensity and investment at broad industry and regional level and some direct comparisons with the equivalent CIS3 indicators. 

2. Respondents report. 

Summary of main findings, based on the Economic trends article, for despatch to  full sample. 
April  2006

Apart from our obligations under the survey control arrangements, to provide a respondents’ summary, this is an opportunity to cement the survey in business consciousness by showing that there is material useful to firms. The report therefore needs to be in approachable business English. Using charts as much as possible. 

Actions: DTI to draft for clearance by ONS and project board. 

3. Data set available to RDA and DAs.

Including anonymised raw data. Issue of within region business and employment weights?

Indicative timeline: February 2006 (?)

4. Data set available to CIS User Group.

Including anonymised raw data and sets of weights for business counts, employment and region.  Publication of any results embargoed until Economic Trends article is published. 

Actions:

 DTI to prepare basic research data set. 

Indicative timeline: December 2005 (?)

5. Detailed project and basic data analysis report.
Summer  2006

Documentation of the project, covering sampling strategy, achieved samples, missing values, weighting schema etc. Together with question by question basic results and some high profile cross tabs. Joint project by DTI and ONS.

Actions. DTI to draft. Target date end May 2006.  ONS to amend and clear. 

6. Release of dataset and report to the ESRC data archive, and to the Business Data Lab.  Summer 2006

The aim is to make the data available through these data depositories.

Actions:

· DTI to liaise with the ESRC on the archive and the data formats and documentation required. 

· DTI and ONS to liaise with the BDL on supply and documentation of data. 

7. Tabulated basic analyses using agreed template to Eurostat.
Target: June 2006 

Eurostat and the working group have agreed a basic spreadsheet for aggregate analyses. The regulation posits June 2006 for sending this to eurostat, but the timing of other countries’ surveys suggests that some may find this hard to meet. However the spreadsheet can provide a “core” around which other analyses for UK purposes can be built and presented. 

An associated issue is whether we should supply micro-data to Eurostat. As CIS4 does not specify the Statistics of Trade Act as its authority, we have greater freedom of choice on this than was the case for CIS3. The question arises whether access via the ESRC archive is adequate for the purposes of international pooling of the CIS data or if we should make the anonymised raw data available to Eurostat?

Action:

DTI to prepare spreadsheets/
8. Indicators for DTI and Whitehall progress reporting on innovation indicators eg under PSA and 10 year frameworks.

Various policy performance indicators use the CIS material. These will be updated with the CIS4 data and direct comparisons with CIS3 results, at the normal reporting frequencies. For example, the Spring 2006  PSA quarterly progress reports, when R&D 2004 should also be to hand, to give the most up to date picture of UK innovation performance. 

9. Commission policy related research studies including:

· Regional Innovation patterns: 

· Absorptive capacity

· Knowledge flows and linkages.

· Comparisons of CIS3 and CIS4 including the panel element. Changes in main variables. 

· Update Innovator and Science base linkage analyses

· Update econometric studies of infrastructure (standards and measurement system) impact on innovation propensity and intensity. 


· Develop micro-simulation models of innovation policy impact. 

Indicative time horizon: December  2005 –  September 2006.
