It would certainly be useful to extend the limited liability to hyperlink

providers and content aggregators. A basic problem all hyperlinkers and

content aggregators have is that the information they reference can be

changed without their being informed. Therefore it is possible to put in a

link to an uncopyrighted, publicly available resource and then to find out

later that the link points to harmful, copyrighted or costed resources. I

ran into this problem a number of times while maintaining links to IT

standards for the European Commission, especially where I was pointing

originally to drafts submitted for public comment using URIs that eventually

pointed to the published (copyrighted) standard. When you put up a link in

good faith and the resource that link is changed by the content provider you

should incur no liability.
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
