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Main points for action

1. CIS 5 project board role and responsibilities. Bill Shuttle reiterated the role of the project board was to take decisions and not to capture stakeholder views.

2. CIS 5 PID. The board discussed the time period for CIS 5 and in principle concluded a 2 year time period would be the UK starting position in Eurostat Task Force discussions.  The target response rate was also debated and it was decided a target of at least 50% would be a starting point. ONS raised the resource and schedulking of work  implications of targets in excess of that level It was agreed the survey could, for communication to RoW be usefully referenced as the UK innovation survey. Lessons learned from CIS4 including respondent comments on terminology and problems with routing, should be taken into account by a re-design of the CIS4 form, in preparation for CIS5.Project board mebers and suitable form design experts – from ONS if available,would be invited to a discussion group to implement this redesign immediately after the February Eurostat task force meeting.

Action: Stephanie to update PID and re-circulate.

Action: Stephanie to produce project plan for the next project board meeting

Action: All to provide any comments on PID before end of February to enable sign off at next meeting to provide 

Action: ONS to provide updated cost estimate of a  project based on essentially repeating CIS 4 and to give indicative costs (and  risks ) of increasing target response to 60%

3. CIS 4 dissemination. At the CIS 4 wash-up it was agreed that dissemination issues would be carried forward as part of the CIS5 process.. A discussion on raising the profile of the CIS 4 results followed along with data access and the potential of an on-line data analysis tool. It was agreed that an approachable write up document, with wider stakeholder groups including business and policy agencies as target audiences, should be prepared for a Summer launch event

4. ONS also asked DTI for a data quality report and official sign off of the data. The CIS 4 data will be stored in Economic and Social Data Service, UK data archive, for access by researchers.  In the interim, data will be available to researchers using existing nominal contract procedures. The DAs and RDAs will receive anonymised data sets and a preview of the ET article.

Action: DTI to provide ONS with data quality report

Action: DTI to sign off data

Action: DTI to investigate the possibility of finding a host for an online CIS 4 data query facility.

Action: Jane Lloyd-Bowen to provide DTI with resource estimates for documentation required for ESDS UK archive. 

Action: Stephanie to organise DTI issue of press release on the Economic Trends article.

Action: DTI to produce respondents report and power point slides for policy colleagues.

Action: DTI to start planning for a launch seminar.

5. Some broad CIS5 options were revisited. The board agreed the UK starting point for the task force discussions would be for the core requirement not to exceed CIS light, as specified in the regulation, leaving MS with leeway to vary the length and contgent of their surveys. Within the UK we will consider options for new, experimental questionsand canvas views of stakeholders. Questions for possible exclusion from CIS5 in the UK, to enable the experiments were mooted (information, co-operation, support for innovation, constraints and IP) and for possible inclusion (firm’s objectives for innovation, greater detail of creativity expenditure., product life-cycles) Bruce Tether advised that working questions were already available from other sources ( eg Ammon Salter and CBR in Cambridge.). The sample population and  sectors to be included in CIS 5.was also highlighted as in need of a review. An example is retail where enterprise group rather than unit might be a more appropriate level of contact. 

Action: DTI to collate example questions and orgainse a discussion group. 

Action: DTI to consider sample frame.
