Terms of Reference
1.
The Steering Panel’s terms of reference were to:

· oversee the OSI review of the quality, management and use of science in the Department for Environment, Food and Rural Affairs (Defra);

· advise on the scope and content of the Defra science review (including the identification of topic areas for more detailed scrutiny);

· review progress and output from the Defra science review;

· identify areas of good practice in the quality, management and use of science by Defra; 

· identify significant gaps and opportunities in Defra’s areas of responsibility where high quality science could be used more effectively;

· identify and recommend options for strengthening the Defra science base; and 

· work with OSI to finalise a report on the quality, management and use of science in Defra.

2.
The Panel met as a group four times during the review (between June 2005 and July 2006) to discuss progress and comment on draft papers. Individual Panel members also met with members of the review team, in particular to discuss case studies and peer review papers within their respective areas of expertise.

	Professor Sir David King

Sir David was appointed Chief Scientific Adviser to HM Government and Head of the Office of Science and Technology on 1 October 2000, and advises the Prime Minister directly on scientific issues.  He chairs a number of committees including:  the Science and Engineering Base Coordinating Committee; Chief Scientific Adviser’s Committee; Chief Scientific Adviser’s International Committee; Government Science Advisory Panel and the High Level Energy Group, and is an invitee to five Cabinet sub‑committees, and a member of the Council for Science and Technology, which he chairs in the absence of the Secretary of State and Science Minister.

Prior to the appointment, he was head of the Department of Chemistry and Master of Downing College, University of Cambridge. He continues as the 1920 Professor of Physical Chemistry and Fellow, Queen’s College, University of Cambridge, where his research is maintained. He was made a Fellow of the Royal Society in 1991 and a Knight Bachelor in 2003.

	Professor John Beddington

Professor of Applied Population Biology at Imperial College, London. From 1998 to 2004 he was Head of the Departments of Environment, Earth Sciences and Engineering at Imperial.

His current posts include:  Chairmanship of the Defra Science Advisory Council, membership of NERC Council and until 2005 of the NERC Executive Board, member of MOD Scientific Advisory Council and Chairman of its Classified Review Committee on Use of Depleted Uranium, member of the Cabinet Office Scientific Advisory Panel to assist Civil Contingencies Secretariat. He heads the UK Scientific Delegation for the FCO to a number of International Fisheries Commissions and the Commission for the Conservation of Antarctic Living Marine Resources. Royal Society Research Professor (2001-) at the Department of Meteorology in the University of Reading, where he was Head of Department for 6 years (1990-1996). He was made a Fellow of the Royal Society in 1988 and is an overseas member of the Chinese and US Academies of science.

He was President (1998-2000) of the Royal Meteorological Society (RMS) and was a member of the UK Royal Commission on Environmental Pollution (1998-2005). He has been President (1991-1995) of the International Association of Meteorology and Atmospheric Physics, a member of the Joint Scientific Committee for the Word Climate Research Programme (WCRP, vice-chair 2000-2004), a member of the Scientific Advisory Committee for the European Centre for Medium Range Weather-Forecasts (chair 1985-88), and a Member of the Council of NERC (1988-94). Professor Legg graduated in physics at Balliol College, Oxford before moving to Imperial College, London where he gained his PhD in micrometeorology. In his "gap year" he taught chemistry and mathematics in The Gambia as part of the Voluntary Service Overseas programme before joining the Physics Department of Rothamsted Experimental Station where he worked on the irrigation needs of crops, the response of crops to all aspects of weather and the movement of sprays in crops. In 1980/82 he took a sabbatical to the CSIRO Division of Environmental Mechanics, Canberra, Australia where he worked on the turbulent dispersion of spray and fungal spores within a crop canopy. In 1983 he joined Silsoe Research Institute where he held progressively senior posts before becoming Director. In 1999 he took up the post of Director and Chief Executive of the National Institute of Agricultural Botany (NIAB). He retired from NIAB in March 2005.
