Thanks for your reminder about the deadline for replies. Our organisation has been involved in about 20 projects involving HSE over the past 10 years, some wholly HSE-funded, and some part-funded by HSE & industry. I can only comment on a couple of the ten broad areas you list in Annex 1.

My comments are as follows:- 

5. Ensure the quality and relevance of the work they carry out and sponsor 

In my experience ensuring relevance is greatly aided by securing industry funding and involvement in steering the direction of research proejcts. I appreciate this model is not suited to all research topics.

7. Publish results and debate their implications openly 

I think that it should be an explicit requirement of all HSE research contracts that 

(a) the final report contains a section which lists the practical implications of the work. This does not happen consistently at present.

(b) during or after the completion of the research, the results are published or presented to the relevant groups who could make use of the results. This does happen to some extent at present, and  can be further encouraged by including funding for the write-up and/or presentation in the project specification and budget.
