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ECO News Roundup
· The Recast Dual Use regulation, Council Regulation (EC) No 428/2009 came into force 27th August 2009.  The regulation contains the annual list changes to the dual use lists, and also contains new controls on Brokering Services, for entities resident or established in a European Member State, involved in the movement of controlled dual use goods between two Non-EU 3rd countries.  It also contains new controls on Transit of non-community controlled dual-use items, where they are or may be intended for Weapon of Mass Destruction (WMD) end-use. · The Export Control Order 2008 has been amended to remove any overlap with the controls of the Recast Dual Use regulation, Council Regulation (EC) No 428/2009, this came into force on 27th August 2009. Details of the amendment can be found at:

· Are you exporting to Iran?  The ECO published an updated version of the "Iran List" in August. These are a list of Iranian entities of concern in relation to WMD activities. This is not a ‘denied parties‘ list, however, entities on the list may give cause for concern whatever their involvement in an export transaction may be (e.g. end users, consignees and third parties).  If you are considering a transaction which involves an entity on the list in any capacity, it would be prudent to submit a Rating Enquiry or licence application.  In addition, please be aware of the EU Sanctions on Iran Council Regulation (EC) 1110/2008, please follow this link to the ECO’s previous notice: 

EU Sanctions on Iran
· If you are aware of any suspicious or illegal activity regarding the export of controlled items (or indeed of any smuggling activity) then HMRC would like to hear from you!  Please ring the confidential Customs Hotline on 0800 595000 - further details on the Customs Hotline are available on the HMRC Website.
If, however, you find you have breached export control then you should follow the guidance on the ECO website here (Breach of Export Control Legislation).

· Do you export items using OGELs (Open General Export Licences)?  There are currently 41 OGELs (inc CGEA), which cover the export of a wide range of goods to a wide range of destinations. If you are unsure if an OGEL might be applicable to your export, you can use our OGEL checker tool at: http://www.ecochecker.co.uk/ogelChecker/. This tool will narrow down the available OGELS that you could use for the export of particular items to particular destinations. 
·   The BIS website will be updated in the early part of 2010, as a result some of the content will be hosted on the Businesslink website www.businesslink.gov.uk, which will be a central source for all business related guidance issued across government.

DETAILS OF COURSES

Control List Classification and Using the Checker Tools
This is a full-day workshop, the objective of which is to give attendees confidence in identifying control list entries that specify their products.  It is aimed at those who already have some knowledge of the rating process - those who are not very familiar with export controls would benefit from attending a more general course first.  

Outline of workshop:

· Export control lists – a recap on where they come from and the legislation;

· Military goods and dual-use goods – how to find them on the relevant list;

· How to understand the terms and language used in control list entries;

· Basic classification exercises – some general examples;

· Software and technology controls;

· Classification exercises and use of Goods Checker;

· Introduction to OGELChecker.

Separate courses are held on classifying military and dual-use goods, and class sizes are limited to 10 in order to make the examples used as relevant as possible.  Please ensure you register for the appropriate course.  Due to the small class sizes, the courses fill up quickly and we often have a waiting list of people wishing to attend a particular course.  Therefore, if you book and subsequently find you cannot attend, please let us know so that we can offer your place to someone else.
Making Better Licence Applications

On this half-day, informal workshop, attendees will be taken step-by-step through the licence application process on SPIRE.  At each stage the type of information required, and the reasons for requiring that information, will be explained with common pitfalls and mistakes being identified.  There is also an opportunity to exchange hints & tips and share best practice with other attendees.
Beginners Workshop

This is a half-day workshop intended to provide a general introduction to export control for those who are completely new to the subject and/or those who only require a broad overview.  The workshop will cover topics such as: 

Why have controls? 

What’s controlled? 

What is technology? 

Types of Export licence, 

Compliance & enforcement.

We aim to run the event in a small group format to encourage discussion and allow all questions to be answered.  

Although Beginners & Intermediate events are held on consecutive days we do not recommend attendance at both, as the material covered is similar and there is a necessary degree of repetition.
Intermediate Seminar

This is a full-day event comprising a series of formal presentations and is aimed at those who already have a basic knowledge of the controls and/or those who require a deeper understanding.  There will be presentations on each of the following:
Control Lists - 
How the lists are compiled and details on the types of goods, software and technology specified therein.
Technology - 
What is technology?  How can a company decide if the technology is licensable?  Different means of technology transfer; Compliance and record keeping related to technology.  
Trade - 
The trade controls – i.e. trafficking and brokering - covering both the goods and the activities specified.  
End-Use Controls - The WMD (catch-all) and military end-use controls.
Licence Types and the Licensing Process - The different types of licence, common pitfalls when completing a licence application and how decisions are reached on whether to issue or refuse a licence.

Compliance - 
Why we have compliance visits; what to expect on a compliance visit.
Concluding Remarks including Staff Training – Addressing export control; ideas on how to approach staff training and why it is important; why things go wrong and the consequences.

Where possible we aim to invite an external speaker from HMRC, industry or a trade association to give a different perspective on the controls.
Note: Although Beginners and Intermediate events are held on consecutive days at a particular venue we do not recommend attendance at both as the material covered is similar and there is a necessary degree of repetition. The intermediate course covers the same information as the beginners but goes into more detail on each topic. We recommend you think carefully about what you need to achieve from the courses before deciding which level is best suited.
