ARMY OFFICERS FOOTBALL TEAM (CRUSADERS) USA TOUR 7 – 18 OCT 10

WARNING ORDER

1.
Introduction.  The Army Crusaders Overseas Tour for 2010 has been kindly authorised by Army Sports Control Board (ASCB) and Army Football Association (Army FA) and will take place over the period 7 – 18 Oct inclusive centred upon Fort Monmouth, New Jersey USA.  A full Administrative Instruction will be crafted and issued by end Jul 10 but there are a number of actions required prior to this and this Warning Order serves to address these.

2.
Scope of Tour.  The event will be a mixed First and Veterans Team competitive Tour with 4 fixtures to be fulfilled.  The aim is to find suitable opposition to meet both First and Veterans matches culminating with a game versus US Military Academy West Point.  The team will also represent the British Army at a US Army sponsored Wounded Warriors event and there will be opportunities to undertake cultural visits in this region.

3.
Attendance and Eligibility.  22 players are authorised to travel and all current Army Crusaders are eligible to attend.  An even split between First and Veterans Team of 11 places each has been agreed; however, should there be over subscription then players with most representative games played in the last 2 seasons will be given priority.  Volunteers are to complete the proforma at Annex A and pass to relevant Team Manager by no later than 9 Apr


4.
Location and Accommodation.  Fort Monmouth is situated on the East Coast of USA approximately 40 miles south of New York and 2 miles from the Atlantic Ocean.  Maj Jez Johnson is currently serving there and will act as the local sponsor and point of contact prior to and during the tour.  Accommodation is likely to be the Camp Hotel which is very similar to Mess facilities although rooms may be shared.

5.
Funding.   ASCB and Army FA will provide a specific fund to support this Tour, however other methods of funding are to be utilised.  All personnel must be a member of the Army Sports Lottery in order to obtain a grant.  Individuals are to approach their own Corps or Regimental Headquarters to request a contribution and outside sponsorship will also be investigated.  Personal Contributions are not likely to exceed £350 of which £100 must be provided up front on application in order to secure place on tour.  It should be noted that Subsistence Allowance is not permissible for Representative Sport.

6.
Travel and Insurance.  Travel will be by Civilian Air from either London Heathrow or Gatwick and destination is expected to be Newark Liberty International Airport.  A number of Mini Buses / MPVs will be hired in order to convey personnel throughout all activities.  Full UK licences (Photo card and Paper copy) must be carried and nominated drivers will also require International Driving Licences.  Individuals must ensure they have sufficient travel, kit and medical insurance suitable for USA as medical bills are particularly expensive.  

7.
Documentation and Staff Clearances.   All players must be in possession of a Passport which will not expire before end Apr 11.  NATO Travel Orders and MOD 90 will also be required.  Staff Clearance to travel to USA is a lengthy process and must be completed in Jul 10 so early decisions regarding availability and correct documentation are essential.


8.
Dress and Equipment.  Football strips will be issued to all travelling to stow in personal baggage so weight must be adjusted accordingly.  Items such as balls and water bottles may be available on arrival (TBC).  Club Secretary will request suitable smart Tour polo / buttoned shirts and training tops from Army FA for all representative occasions.
