


either minor injuries or killed. The reporting
trigger for minor injuries is that the person is
taken to hospital for treatment.

Table 8.11 shows the total number of train
accidents (collisions, derailments etc) reported
irrespective of whether personal injury was
involved. The figures include accidents on
non-passenger lines and lines closed to
normal traffic while engineering work took
place.

Due to European regulations on the reporting
of rail transport statistics, the rail accidents
data now covers calendar years, rather than
financial years. As such, there is overlap
between the 2002/03 data and the 2003 data,
with accidents from 1 January 2003 to 31
March 2003 reported in both. However, each
represents 12 full months.
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
