Expression of Interest: Supporting Notes.

Who can apply?

· FCP is a tool for both policy and procurement professionals. 

· The programme is open to any Public Sector or Public Interest organisation, including Urban Regeneration Companies. We will also consider applications from Regional Development Agencies. 

· Expressions of interest can be submitted by anyone in a public sector body. However, they must be sponsored by the organisations CEO or a Senior Manager. 

· Deciding who will be the most appropriate person to manage an FCP project will largely depend on the way your organisation is organised and the nature of the project. This can be discussed wit the FCP team after submission

What sort of projects will be supported?

· The theme of this years programme is ‘sustainability’ – environmental, economic and social.

· You do not have to identify a particular project or have the details worked out in order to submit an Expression of Interest. You can discuss the detail after the EOI has been submitted.

· Leadership and staff commitment are vital for a successful FCP project hence ability to demonstrate this will be an important selection criteria.
Submitting an expression of Interest

· You don’t need to have ideas fully developed to submit an EOI, and the FCP Project Team will work with you to develop an FCP proposal.

· An organisation can submit more than one expression of interest. 

· The first closing date for expressions of interest is 30 January 2009. A second round of applications may be announced in February. As there are a limited number of places early submissions are recommended.

· Project start dates will be agreed with participants.
DIUS will provide successful applicants with:

· Guidance on identifying an FCP project

· Step by step guidance and support to take an FCP project from start through to completion 

· A ‘learning by doing’ FCP capacity building programme to run alongside the FCP project

· Regional FCP workshops to share experience and coordinate FCP activities

· Support in accessing technical support and demonstration and lead market deployment support

Note: Although in most cases the FCP project will be a natural extension of the nominated individuals role, the project will inevitable require the participating organisation to allocate time and resource. The level of time and resource will depend on the nature of the project and will be discussed and agreed 
DIUS will ask for:

· Confirmation of organisational, senior manager and line manager commitment 
· A nominated individual to manage the project and participate in the distance leaning programme. 

· Sufficient time and resource allocation to manage the FCP project 

· Sufficient time and resource allocation for participation in the know-how transfer and capacity building programme 

· Commitment  to complete the programme and see the project to its natural conclusion

· Agreement for lessons learnt to be captured for future training and policy development
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
