UKAS welcomes the Regulation: 
· Formalises system in UK 
· Harmonises accreditation across EU 
· Opportunity to be recognised as the national accreditation body for UK 
A Regulation for Accreditation 
What it means for accreditation: 
· One National Accreditation Body (NAB) per 
· Member State (MS) 
· Public authority activity 
· Independent, impartial and not-for-profit 
· Not compete with conformity assessment 
· bodies or other NABs 
· Appropriately resourced by MS 
· NABs to be members of EA 
· Balanced participation of interested parties
A Regulation for Accreditation 
What does this mean in practice 
· Mirrors existing UK approach 
· Business as usual 
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What does this mean in practice 
· Mirrors existing UK approach 
· Business as usual 
Except for: 
· Non-competition 
· Cross-frontier accreditation restrictions 
A Regulation for Accreditation 
UKAS cross-frontier accreditation: 
· Stand-alone accreditations in other European countries to be transferred to the local 
· accreditation body by 1 January 2010 
· UKAS accreditation of bodies based outside the EU/EFTA area will be unaffected 
· Until the Commission and Member States provide clear guidance, multi-site accreditation will 
· continue as now 
· Full cooperation with the local accreditation body
A Regulation for Accreditation 
Other accreditation requirements: 
· Non-competition 
· Cross-frontier accreditation restrictions 
· Conformity assessment bodies must not impose excessive burden on economic operators 
· Monitoring/peer evaluation 
· National authorities must accept accreditation provided by EA National Accreditation Bodies 
The Role of EA 
· EA recognised as formal European accreditation infrastructure 
· Guidelines to be established between EA and the European Commission, EFTA and the national authorities 
· Partnership agreement to be established 
The Challenges for EA
· EA fully embracing changes 
· Build on existing experience 
· Improve processes eg peer evaluation 
· Agree common approach for the assessment of Notified Bodies 
· Strengthen EA as an organ isation 
· Association of ABs 
· Technical competence and expertise of people 
· Improved administration 
· Stakeholder involvement through EA Advisory Board 
EA’s Relationships with ABs from outside Europe 
· European Commission and Member States recognise: 
· The continued value of accreditation to underpin trade 
· EA should maintain full collaboration with other Regional accreditation cooperations 
· EA should maintain strong links with ILAC and IAF 
EA’s Relationships with ABs from outside Europe 

· ILAC and IAF Agreements still valued 
· ABs outside Europe that are signatories of the ILAC MRA and IAF MLA will continue to meet ISO 17011 
· So... the attestation of conformity issued under accreditation by these ABs can still be considered to be equally reliable 
EA’s Relationships with ABs from outside Europe 

· But. .. ABs outside Europe will not be required to meet the requirements of Regulation 765/2008 
· So. .. national authorities, specifiers and the marketplace are free to decide on acceptability of attestations issued under their accreditation
