Consultation Document on the Implementation of European Directives 2002/61/EC (Azocolourants) and 2003/3/EC (‘blue colourant’)

1. The enclosed consultation document has been prepared jointly by the Department of Trade and Industry (DTI) and the Department for Environment Food and Rural Affairs (DEFRA).

2. The document seeks your views on how the United Kingdom proposes to implement two European Directives and the likely impact the proposed regulations will have on UK industry, consumers and the environment. A draft of the proposed Regulations is included in the document at Annex C.
