Towards a Fourth Community Innovation Survey (CIS4) – User Consultation Document

Introduction

This paper describes the work to date on the next iteration of the UK CIS and presents users of the data with an opportunity to provide input into the development of the survey instrument and methodology to be employed.

Background

The Community Innovation Survey (CIS) is performed every four years by a core set of countries, including the UK.  CIS4 will aim to derive a fully representative set of data to measure national and business innovation performance, investment and linkages in the period 2002-2004.  Eurostat are responsible for co-ordinating the development of a harmonised methodology to allow international comparisons of results.  The next iteration of the survey, CIS4, is due to be issued in early 2005, collecting data on business innovation in the period 2002-2004.

The DTI is leading on the design of the survey in the UK, and the ONS will carry out the fieldwork to produce the data.  A guiding project board has been assembled, including representatives from DTI, ONS, the South East England Development Agency (SEEDA, representing the English RDAs on innovation) and an academic institution (to provide external, independent input).

Objectives

The objectives of the CIS4 project are as follows:

· To derive a clean and accurate dataset with a target response rate of 45%.

· To achieve a dataset that is statistically representative of innovation activity in all UK regions, wide industrial sectors and sizebands.

· To achieve a dataset that can deliver reliable measures of innovation performance in the UK.

· Results published by early 2006.

· To develop an ‘information resource’ for innovation data analysis to be used by the academic community.

Interdependencies

The Oslo Manual is a conceptual manual that provides guidance on conducting innovation surveys.  The OECD, with Eurostat, is responsible for the content of the manual, and in 2003 a process to revise the manual was initiated.  Work on the revision has been split up into 6 ‘focus groups’ looking at: definitions of innovation, innovation inputs and expenditures, outputs of innovation, linkages, survey methods and statistical units.  The UK is actively involved with the focus groups on inputs and outputs.  Draft proposals will be presented at the OECD in June 2004, and it is hoped that the emerging recommendations can be incorporated into the CIS4 design to as large an extent as possible.

The CIS is routinely carried out by all EU Member States and some other countries, and the core survey methodology is agreed by national experts in the context of the Eurostat Science, Technology and Innovation Statistics Working Group.  Responsibility for agreeing the core survey methodology for CIS4 has been delegated to a taskforce, which is a subset of the working group.  The UK is a member of this taskforce, which is aiming to agree a core questionnaire and methodology by the end of September 2004.

Proposed methodology

This section presents the current thinking of the CIS4 project board on what the survey methodology might look like.  This might alter in light of any emerging proposals from the Oslo Manual revision process.  However, stakeholders have a chance at this stage to offer comments on these aspects of the survey design.

Target population - coverage

· Size-classes – all firms with 10 or more employees.

· Regions – firms in all regions of the UK.

· Industrial sector – firms in the following broad industrial sectors:

· Statistical unit – the level of the enterprise, as identified in the ONS’s Inter-Departmental Business Register (IDBR).

· Reference period – 2002-2004.

Survey methodology

· Sampling frame – the IDBR.

· Sampling methodology – stratified random sample using optimal allocation (Neyman allocation) based on CIS3 innovation active rates.  Strata – sizebands, regions and industry grouping.

· Sample size – roughly the same as CIS3.

· Census for the largest firms?  500+?  1000+?

· Paper questionnaire.

Questionnaire design

· UK questionnaire to be based on Eurostat core variables with exact wording and additional questions to address UK-specific data requirements to be determined as part of the CIS4 project.

· Questions to be subject to ONS cognitive testing.

· Questionnaire to be no longer than CIS3.

· All firms to receive a common questionnaire.

· Sampled firms to receive a summary report of CIS3 results to allow benchmarking and encourage response.

Non-response analysis / Imputation

· Non-response analysis to be carried out to check for response bias.

· No imputation for missing values to be performed on the dataset.

Timing

Questionnaire to enter the field in March 2005.  Results to be published in early 2006.
