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Introduction

1. The National Asset Register (NAR) of the Welsh Office is a schedule of all of the assets
owned by the Department, its Agency, NDPBs and NHS reporting entities.

2. The first part of the Register records the assets of the Department, its on-vote Agency
(Cadw) and the Royal Commission for Ancient & Historical Monuments (RCAHM). Information
on the assets belonging directly to the Department have been collected in conjunction with the
annual Resource Accounting exercise, but for the purpose of the NAR have been aggregated.
The assets of the Royal Commission are to be consolidated into the Resource Accounts of
the Department. They are however listed separately for the purposes of the NAR.

3. The capitalisation limit for assets of the Welsh Office, Cadw and RCAHM is £1,000 and
for the NHS bodies the limit stands at £5,000. All assets are included at their net book value.
The accounting policies and capitalisation limits of NDPBs can be found in their annual
accounts.

4, Land & Buildings belonging to the Department have been valued at open market value
for existing use. Plant and equipment have been prepared for inclusion in the NAR under
modified historic cost accounting techniques. This values the assets at their depreciated
current replacement cost using specific indices. Furniture, fixtures and fittings and IT have
been included as grouped items where their annual replacement cost is written off to the
Operating Cost Statement as a proxy for depreciation.

5. Information on Cadw’s assets have been taken from their 1996-97 annual accounts
which will be laid before Parliament. Heritage properties in the care of the Secretary of State
for Wales are not valued and are, therefore, not included in the accounts of Cadw nor in this
asset register. A list of sites in the care of CADW is contained in the leaflet ‘Do you care to
enough to join Heritage in Wales?’, available at manned CADW sites. Two listed buildings
used for operational purposes are included in the section on NDPBs, (see the National Museum
& Galleries and the National Library).

6. The Department is responsible for many Non-Departmental Public Bodies (NDPBs) of
which 15 (executive NDPBSs) have been included in the NAR. This constitutes the second part
of the register which adopts the asset categories that make most sense for the individual
bodies, explaining why variations exist between each NDPB listed. Executive NDPBs
implement a wide range of Government policies and programmes under delegated powers and
are in whole or part funded by the Welsh Office. The remaining NDPBs have not been included
as they hold insignificant asset totals.

7. The executive NDPBs included in the NAR are, as follows; the Arts Council for Wales,
Cardiff Bay Development Corporation, Countryside Council for Wales, Curriculum Assessment
Authority, Development Board for Rural Wales, Further Education Funding Council, Higher
Education Funding Council, Housing for Wales, Land Authority for Wales, Local Government
Boundary Commission, National Library for Wales, National Museums & Galleries of Wales,
Sports Council for Wales, Wales Tourist Board and the Welsh Development Agency.

8. All NDPBs are required to prepare an annual report and accounts for laying before
Parliament. These accounts, available from the bodies themselves, provide further details on
their assets, their cost and use. All of the asset details of NDPBs have been taken from the
latest accounts laid before Parliament.

9. Further and more detailed information on the work of the Department and RCAHM,
along with the latest expenditure plans can be obtained from the Welsh Office Departmental
Report, published by the Stationery Office and presented annually to Parliament.

The annual accounts of individual NHS Trusts, Health Authorities and other bodies are available
locally or from the Welsh Office Health Group.

NHS TRUSTS & HOSPITALS IN WALES

NHS trusts are responsible for the provision of NHS health care. They receive most of their
income, under contract, from purchasers of health care (mainly Health Authorities, Family
Health Service Authorities and GP fundholders). The financial performance of each Trust is
monitored by the Welsh Office Health Group.

WELSH HEALTH AUTHORITIES

The main activities for the health authorities are to obtain information on what needs to be
done to improve the health care of local people and to agree on how to achieve this; to support
GP-led purchasing of the services needed to meet agreed priorities, including Patient’s Charter
guarantees and standards; to support the contractor profession of GPs, dentists, pharmacists
and opticians; public health and protection, including health promotion, emergency planning;
stewardship of resources, including financial management and to be responsive to the views of
local people and organisations.

WELSH HEALTH COMMON SERVICES AUTHORITY (WHCSA)
WHCSA, a special health authority, was established under s11 of the NHS Act 1977 to provide
a range of specialist professional, clinical and technical services for the NHS in Wales.

HEALTH PROMOTION WALES (HPW)

HPW works with health authorities, NHS trusts, local authorities, schools, employers and
others to improve health in Wales. HPW seeks to achieve changes in lifestyles which contribute
to good health through national programmes. Health authorities are however responsible for
health promotion at local level.

Introduction

1. The National Asset Register (NAR) of the Office of Her Majesty’s Chief Inspector of Schools
(OHMCI) in Wales is a schedule of the assets owned by the Department.

2. The aims of OHMCI are to improve both the quality of educational provision and the standards
achieved by pupils and students. The Department provides the Secretary of State for Wales,
his officials and others with information and advice derived from inspection and reporting on
educational provision, standards, policies, trends and issues.

3. OHMCI prepare their own resource accounts and, it is from these statements that a schedule
of fixed assets is obtained. Their capitalisation limit is £1,000 and all assets are included at
net book value. The annual replacement cost of the IT and furniture, fixtures and fittings
belonging to the Department is written off to the Operating Cost Statement as a proxy for
depreciation. The detail of fixed assets in the NAR is as seen in their annual report and
accounts.

4. The annual report and accounts of OHMCI (Wales) provide details of their size, yearly
expenditure and fixed assets and can be obtained directly from the Department.
