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THE OPERATION OF PENSIONS INCREASE LEGISLATION FOR

PUBLIC SERVICE PENSION SCHEMES

The attached guidance note on the operation of pensions increase legislation for public service pension schemes replaces OCOP (94)1.  I am grateful for the assistance the Department of Social Security and the Government Actuary’s Department has provided to update the guidance note. 

2. The guidance is being circulated in both paper and electronic formats in case Departments experience any difficulties in printing what is a rather lengthy document (50 pages).  Departments and schemes are welcome to incorporate the guidance in their own scheme literature for the use of their pensions administrators.

3. Departments should note that the guidance includes among other things, recent changes to DSS bereavement allowances which took effect from 9 April 2001.  Annex H gives details of the uprating procedures when these allowances are paid in conjunction with GMPs.
