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PRESTON PART-TIMERS – CALCULATION OF BACKDATED EMPLOYEE CONTRIBUTIONS
Following the European Court of Justice and House of Lords’ rulings in 2000/2001 in favour of part-timers gaining retrospective access to occupational pension schemes, providing they meet the necessary legal requirements, we have worked with the main public service schemes affected to devise a settlement model for calculating the employee contributions which are required before backdated service can be reinstated. 

I attach the details of the settlement model, which has been agreed with the main trades union representatives of the main public service schemes affected (LGPS, NHS, TPS and PCSPS); and which is today being circulated to interested parties including the Employment Tribunal, who will make the model more widely available to part-timer claimants. 

The model comprises:

· A note setting out how backdated employee contributions will be calculated and the flexibilities available to schemes;

· Annex 1 – a description of how the model works;

· Annex 2 - the model (Excel spreadsheet) which calculates contributions; 
· Annex 3 - a note by the Government Actuary’s Department explaining how factors used in Annex 2 model have been derived.
