PRECEDENT APPLICATION FOR RECOGNITION OF AN INSOLVENCY OVERSEAS.

[Title and description]

Application pursuant to [relevant law of country in question that allows for the recognition of foreign proceedings].

I am an official receiver of the [court] in England and Wales and liquidator/trustee of the company/bankruptcy estate of [name of company/debtor].

A [winding-up/bankruptcy] order was made against [name of debtor] on [date].  [next sentence bankruptcy only] On [insert date of notice of no meeting] I gave notice under the provisions of section 293 of the Insolvency Act 1986 of my decision not to hold a meeting of creditors.  By virtue of that [order/notice] I was constituted [liquidator of the company/trustee of the bankruptcy estate].

The [company/bankrupt] is [details of property and company’s/bankrupt’s interest].

I undertake that all money and other property in [the country in question] received by me as [liquidator of the company/trustee of the bankruptcy estate] shall be applied by me in the course of the administration of the [liquidation/bankruptcy] in England and Wales and I submit to the jurisdiction of the [relevant local court] in all matters in controversy in connection with the [liquidation/bankruptcy] between myself as [liquidator of the company/trustee of the bankruptcy estate] and other persons relating to the property in [country in question].

[The application should be accompanied by a letter and addressed to the relevant local court].

The letter should set out the details of the bankruptcy order and the property in the country in question.  The court should be asked to endorse the bankruptcy order pursuant to the provisions whichever local law applies confirming that the Court recognises the appointment of [name of official receiver] as liquidator of the company/trustee of the bankruptcy estate and declares that the real and personal estate of the bankrupt in the country is vested in the liquidation estate/the official receiver.

The court should be provided with two copies of the winding-up/bankruptcy order and – for bankruptcy -  a copy of the notice of no meeting].
