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FINAL RECOMMENDATIONS FOR PARLIAMENTARY CONSTITUENCY BOUNDARIES IN THE COUNTY OF OXFORDSHIRE

The Commission propose to make no further changes to their recommendations for parliamentary constituencies in Oxfordshire and, today, confirm their revised recommendations as their final recommendations.   

1. Provisional recommendations for parliamentary constituencies in Oxfordshire were published on 16 January 2003. Objections to these proposals led to a public inquiry which was held in Oxford on 10 and 11 June 2003. The Assistant Commissioner, who conducted the inquiry, recommended alterations to the Commission’s proposals in respect of the two constituencies of Oxford East BC and Oxford West and Abingdon CC. 

2. Having considered his report and recommendations, and the evidence submitted in both the written representations and at the inquiry, the Commission decided to revise their provisional recommendations for the two City of Oxford seats as recommended by the Assistant Commissioner. The revisions were the inclusion of the Carfax ward in the Oxford East constituency and the inclusion of the North ward in the Oxford West and Abingdon constituency.

3. The revised recommendations were published on 15 January 2004. As with their provisional recommendations, the Commission are required to consider representations about their revised recommendations made within one month of local publication. After considering the representations, the Commission have decided to make no further changes to their proposals and to confirm their revised recommendations as their final recommendations.

4. The Commission received four representations following the publication of their revised recommendations. Three approved of the revised recommendations. One representation objected to part of the revised recommendations.

Commission’s Decision

5. The Commission noted the support for their revised recommendations and that only one objection had been received. A member of the public objected to the name “Oxford East and Abingdon” and suggested “Oxford East, Abingdon and Cherwell” as an alternative.

6. The Commission noted that the names of the two seats subject to revised recommendations are Oxford East and Oxford West and Abingdon and that the representation had probably been made in respect of the latter. They considered that no evidence had been submitted to suggest that the revised recommendations should be changed. The Commission have therefore decided to make no further changes to their proposals and accordingly confirm their revised recommendations as their final recommendations.

Final Recommendations

7.
The Commission’s final recommendations for Oxfordshire, which will be embodied in their report to be submitted to the Secretary of State at the end of the general review and which will be shown on the attached map, are for the constituencies to be as follows (2000 electorates in brackets):-

BANBURY COUNTY CONSTITUENCY (78,817). Twenty-three wards of the District of Cherwell:- Adderbury, Ambrosden and Chesterton, Banbury Calthorpe, Banbury Easington, Banbury Grimsbury and Castle, Banbury Hardwick, Banbury Neithrop, Banbury Ruscote, Bicester East, Bicester North, Bicester South, Bicester Town, Bicester West, Bloxham and Bodicote, Caversfield, Cropredy, Deddington, Fringford, Hook Norton, Launton, Sibford, The Astons and Heyfords, Wroxton. 
HENLEY COUNTY CONSTITUENCY (72,331). Two wards of the District of Cherwell:- Kirtlington, Otmoor; twenty-one wards of the District of South Oxfordshire:- Aston Rowant, Benson, Berinsfield, Chalgrove, Chiltern Woods, Chinnor, Crowmarsh, Forest Hill and Holton, Garsington, Goring, Great Milton, Henley North, Henley South, Sandford, Shiplake, Sonning Common, Thame North, Thame South, Watlington, Wheatley, Woodcote.

OXFORD EAST BOROUGH CONSTITUENCY (78,679). Nineteen wards of the City of Oxford:- Barton and Sandhills, Blackbird Leys, Carfax, Churchill, Cowley, Cowley Marsh, Headington, Headington Hill and Northway, Hinksey Park, Holywell, Iffley Fields, Littlemore, Lye Valley, Marston, Northfield Brook, Quarry and Risinghurst, Rose Hill and Iffley, St Clement’s, St Mary’s. 

OXFORD WEST AND ABINGDON COUNTY CONSTITUENCY (75,153). Three  wards of the District of Cherwell:- Kidlington North, Kidlington South, Yarnton, Gosford and Water Eaton; five wards of the City of Oxford:- Jericho and Osney, North, St Margaret’s, Summertown, Wolvercote; twelve wards of the District of Vale of White Horse:- Abingdon Abbey and Barton, Abingdon Caldecott, Abingdon Dunmore, Abingdon Fitzharris, Abingdon Northcourt, Abingdon Ock Meadow, Abingdon Peachcroft, Appleton and Cumnor, Kennington and South Hinksey, North Hinksey and Wytham, Radley, Sunningwell and Wootton. 

WANTAGE COUNTY CONSTITUENCY (74,774). Eight wards of the District of South Oxfordshire:- Brightwell, Cholsey and Wallingford South, Didcot All Saints, Didcot Ladygrove, Didcot Northbourne, Didcot Park, Hagbourne, Wallingford North; seventeen wards of the District of Vale of White Horse:- Blewbury and Upton, Craven, Drayton, Faringdon and The Coxwells, Greendown, Grove, Hanneys, Harwell, Hendreds, Kingston Bagpuize with Southmoor, Longworth, Marcham and Shippon, Shrivenham, Stanford, Sutton Courtenay and Appleford, Wantage Charlton, Wantage Segsbury. 
WITNEY COUNTY CONSTITUENCY (72,275). The District of West Oxfordshire. 

Representations

8.
No further representations will be considered. When the Commission have completed their review of the whole of England they will submit a report to the Secretary of State.

Implementation of the recommendations 

9.
The Commission are required to submit their report on the general review for the whole of England to the Secretary of State after 11 April 2003 and before 12 April 2007. The Secretary of State has a statutory duty to lay the Commission’s report before Parliament together with a draft Order in Council giving effect to the Commission’s recommendations with or without modifications. 

10.
If modifications are proposed, the Secretary of State must also lay a statement of reasons for the modifications. The draft Order in Council is submitted to both Houses of Parliament for approval and, after it is made by Her Majesty in Council, it cannot be called into question in any legal proceedings. The new constituencies take effect at the general election following the making of the Order in Council.
