In common with the majority of the electorate I was shocked at the scale of the
abuse by MP’s of their expenses and allowances under the scheme that was enacted
by and policed by themselves.

The Kelly report has been acclaimed as an excellent way in which to bring about the
change required and as your committee acknowledges received overwhelming
support from the main party leaders on behalf of their parties.

Chapter 4 - Question 2 - I agree with the proposal to concentrate on expenses rather
than allowances wherever possible.

Chapter 4 - Question 3 - I agree with the principle as set out.

Chapter 5 - Question 4 - I agree with the approach with regards to the submission of
claims.

Chapter 5 - Question 5 - I would agree with the approach as to the publication of
claims.

Chapter 5 - Question 6 - I believe MPs should submit annual reports as to their use
of public funds.

Chapter 6 - Question 7 - I believe MPs should be eligible for accommodation
expenses, however I do not agree to the use of the formula set out in option 4.
I believe that option 3 should be used in it’s determination.
