KEY DELIVERABLES

The key deliverables from the Innovation & Technology Group are as follows:-

· defined and quantified technology priorities that will deliver the greatest economic benefit within given time scale (process facilities, wells, sub-surface, decommissioning) 

· a description of the actions, programmes and changes at both government and industry level needed to deliver the benefits from these technologies 

· a proposed innovation and technology development process for the industry with identified changes to:- 

· the role, structure and funding of CMPT as the facilitator of the development & application of technology 

· the funding of R&D and related tax treatment 

· the way technology is applied within Operators 

CURRENT ACTIVITIES & PROGRESS

1. CMPT

A proposed redefinition of the role, governance and structure of CMPT as the facilitator of technology development was presented and endorsed by the OGITF on 26 May 1999. This was presented to UK00A Council on 9 June 1999 and the CMPT Council on 11 June 1999.

2. Technology Priorities

The following groups have all identified and quantified the technologies that would add economic benefit.

· Field Development 

· Wells 

· Sub Surface 

· Process Facilities 

· Decommissioning 

Results are being drawn together in a common report prioritising technologies and assessing benefits achievable.

3. Industry Technology Development Processes

In addition to the proposed changes to CMPT the group has identified key changes required by Operators and contractors to address issues of the demand for technology solutions. They have similarly identified the issues that Academic Establishments and technology providers need to resolve to improve the supply of technology solutions.

4. Timetable of Deliverables

The ITWG report will be complete by mid July summarising its recommendations.
