Journey time impacts to HS2 passengers

6.6.516 The TCR two-way proposals would have no more than a modest impact on
the operation of the highway network in and around Euston station.
Accordingly, impacts to HS2 passengers in the immediate vicinity of the
station will be negligible.

Summary

6.6.517 The TCR two-way scheme has positive and negative impacts, all of which
modest in and around Euston station and none of which changing the impacts
of the Proposed Scheme.
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
