Information Standards Notice – Deprecation

standard formerly approved by the Information Standards Board for Health and Social

Information (SCCI), the successor to ISB.  

 

This information standard should not be used in new circumstances and will be 

withdrawn on the date given below. It may be that before withdrawal the standard is no 

longer actively maintained, if this is the case you should assess any clinical safety 

risks that may arise if you continue to use the standard when it is no longer updated. If 

you use this standard you should plan for its withdrawal.

Further to the deprecation of Read v2, this Notice announces the 
deprecation of Read v3.
